If you are on the water and see fire fighting aircraft skimming the waterway, stay clear and avoid
endangering the aircraft crew and those on your vessel. In BC, if you spot a wild fire or irresponsible
behavior call 1 800 663-5555 or *5555 from a cell phone. In Alberta, call 310-FIRE (3473). Please check
your provincial government website for the emergency number for your province. Remember; flying a
UAV or drone anywhere near a wild fire or near working aircraft endangers fire fighters on the land and in
the air. It is also against the Aeronautics Act and could result in criminal charges.
